State Trail Grant Application

Application Deadline: December 3, 2007
             Grants for projects related to recreational use of off-highway 

             Vehicles, (OHV’s) on lands open to the public. OHV’s include 
        trail motorcycles, all-terrain vehicles, and four-wheel drive vehicles. 

Funds are provided from vehicle registration fees through the Colorado Off-Highway Vehicle Recreation Fund. OHV projects are also eligible for funding through Recreational Trails, Small Grants, Planning Grants and Great Outdoor Colorado (GOCO) programs.

I

ELIGIBILITY AND MATCHING REQUIREMENTS

· Federal agencies, state and local government, and non-profit sponsors are eligible for grants of up to 100% of project cost.
State Trail Grant Application /Project Information (Part A – Attached at the end of this document):

· Provide 16 copies
· Page 1A: fill in the requested information on the form provided.

· Page 2A: clearly but briefly describe the project location, a brief project description and a summary of the major budget items.

Grant Agreement (Part B):

A sample Grant Agreement is included for informational purposes only.  Once awarded, you will receive an original Grant Agreement for your project.  Funding awards will be finalized in April 2008 but will not be available until September.  Typically, funds are not dispersed until the following spring.

· Federal agencies will not use this form, a different agreement will be provided if you are awarded any funds.
· Read the entire agreement to be sure you understand what is required of grant recipients.

Environmental Information and Land Manager Approval (Part C1):

· For projects on federal land only

· Fill out and sign this page only if the project is located on land owned by any federal agency, including U.S. Forest Service, Bureau of Land Management, National Park Service, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, etc.

· Provide 16 copies

Environmental Information and Approval (Part C2):

· For projects NOT on federal land

· Fill out and sign this page if the project is located on land in any other ownership, such as a state agency, a town or city, a county, a non-profit organization, a corporation, etc.

· Provide 16 copies

Project Selection Criteria (Part D) on page VI:

· Provide answers to Project Selection Criteria and number your answers to correspond with the criteria numbers (four pages maximum).
· Provide evidence of support and cooperation for each criterion that such evidence is appropriate.

· Provide 16 copies

Maps (Part E):
· For trail or trailhead maintenance, construction and improvement projects

· Provide one map of the project vicinity and one of the project itself.

· For trail development and improvement projects, the application should include a map at 1:24,000 scale or smaller (i.e. more detailed). Show clearly roads, trails, streams, management area boundaries, and other significant natural and developed features in the vicinity of the project. (If the 1:24,000 map is excessively large or costly, provide only one copy).

· Provide 16 copies

Project Budget (Part F): 

· Provide project budget (see sample budget page VIII) included in this application (one page maximum). This budget page is in addition to the summary on the application form (page 2A of the State Grant Application).  Attach a budget showing major categories of anticipated expenditures.

· Describe fully your planned development or product with estimated costs.

· Examples:

1. Trail type, earthwork, trail length and width, surfacing, bridges, drainage, signs, etc.

2. Facilities for trail or trailhead; trail rebuilding, tools, engineering, etc.

Evidence of Support (Part G):

· In this section please provide evidence of support for this project (letters, petitions, news articles, event descriptions, etc. must be included).
· Support letters should not be sent to the Colorado State Parks office.  These need to be included in your 16 application copies.
III
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FUNDABLE AND NON-FUNDABLE PROJECTS FOR OHV GRANTS

Projects eligible for funding must be consistent with Division of Parks and Outdoor Recreation Statutes, Title 33, Article 14.5, Section 106, and State Trails Program policies: 

1. Reconstruction of, or enhancements to, an existing trail or trail system

2. Trailhead facilities related to trails

3. Construction of trails

4. Safety, education, and user information

5. Capital equipment for performing the above work.

Eligible for funding:

· Support for volunteer labor

· Youth programs

· Equipment used to build or maintain trails

· Insurance for physical damage and theft on equipment purchased with OHV funds that is valued at over $10,000 

· Materials and tools for trail work

· Directional, regulatory, and interpretive signage

· Trail grading, surfacing, and drainage 

· Crossing structures, bridges, railings, ramps, and fencing

· Bank stabilization and retaining structures

· Trail corridor re-vegetation and erosion control

· Rehabilitation of closed trails and/or damaged areas

· Trailhead development for motorized trails, parking areas, restrooms, and related facilities

· Acquisition of land or permanent easements or trail access

· Maintenance for or combined motorized/non-motorized trails

· Trail/system planning, engineering, or design

· Salary and compensation for trail crews

· Reasonable grant administration for non-profit organizations (not to exceed 5% of the grant request, make sure this is documented in your project budget).  Documentation for this expenditure will be required at project close out.

IV
Eligible as Safety, Education and User Information projects:
· Programs, publications and videos on safety and OHV recreation

· Signage for OHV routes or combined motorized/non-motorized trails

· Maps and guides of trails and recreation areas

· Support for volunteer programs on safety, education, and information for OHV or combined motorized/non-motorized trails.

· Tuition for Colorado State University OHV Correspondence Course or other appropriate training

Eligible for Colorado Off Highway Good Management Program

Good Management Programs emphasize operations and maintenance of OHV trails and take a holistic management approach that provides opportunities while protecting sensitive areas.  This includes maintenance, reconstruction, monitoring, signing, education, planning and field presence for visitor contacts and compliance.  Eligibility may be limited due to funding availability and the number of areas currently being funded through this program. 

· Grant sponsors with history of 3 previously successful grants

· Limited to project areas identified as “important OHV areas” in Colorado where there is a heavy concentration of motorized recreation

· Ability to run a good program through the use of a trail crew

· Provide good management, clear direction and adequate opportunities for motorized recreation, limiting problems and resource damage

A standard OHV grant application will be required to apply for the OHV Good Management Program.  Decisions on funding will be determined by the Off Highway Vehicle Sub-committee and the Colorado State Trails Committee.

Not Eligible For Funding

· Environmental compliance work required under NEPA or other statutes

· Trail construction or improvements which excludes motorized use 

· Grant writing

· General overhead costs by federal agencies

· Any application from an applicant not in compliance with terms and conditions of a prior or existing grant from this program.

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PROJECT SELECTION CRITERIA (Part D)

NOTE: 25% of your score for each criteria will be based on your oral presentation
Provide answers to each of the following four criteria (four page maximum):

1. Benefits and Education:

Describe the objectives of your project and how it will benefit OHV recreation and education.  (25 points)

· What will you be accomplishing?

· How are you improving or creating OHV riding opportunities?

· Will it provide essential maintenance to keep OHV riding opportunities available?

· Explain how you will encourage responsible use through education?

· How will you promote the Off-Highway Vehicle Registration Fund?

· How many and what types of OHV enthusiasts will benefit?

· If applicable, include information about managing multiple uses of the trail.

· Include information on how the project provides economic and quality of life benefits to local communities.

2. Partnerships:
Provide evidence of support for this project from trail users, agencies, local governments, community groups, or individuals (letters, petitions, news articles, event descriptions, etc. must be attached to your application packet).  (25 points)
· Applicants need to demonstrate that the project has a variety of support:

· Organizations involved in trail activities, conservation, and outdoor interests

· Community organizations, businesses, and institutions

· Agencies and elected officials of local, state, and/or federal governments

3. Leverage:

List the amounts and sources of funds, in-kind services, materials, and trail acquisition costs for this project that will be used to leverage OHV Registration Grants.  (25 points)

· Describe use of volunteers for this project; volunteer labor does qualify as a funding match. 

· Donations, contributions, materials and other ways that this project will be leveraged 

· Even though matching funds are not required, it is the policy of the State Trails Committee to encourage contributions to trail projects in order to accomplish as much as possible with the limited grants money available.

· Funds from other types of grants - Examples: GOCO, RTP, or local grants

4. Environment and Planning:

Show how the project aids in the protection or improvement of the environment by fixing any existing problems, avoiding or minimizing impacts of the project, or both; AND describe how this project relates to plans for trail development, recreation management, transportation, and other local, state or federal plans.  (25 points)
Some examples are:

· Cleaning up, rehabilitating or creating wildlife habitat and wetlands

· Re-routing a trail around sensitive habitat areas, and/or educating the public about wildlife concerns

· Re-vegetation of eroded areas along the trail or protecting resources.

· Improving drainage structures to prevent erosion or repair damage from runoff

· Planning, design, and management that will minimize impacts to the trail environment

· Providing educational signs at trailheads and/or along the trail

· Monitoring or researching impacts of trail activities

In addition:

· Describe how this project meets land management plan objectives

· How does the project relate to local, regional, or federal planning documents

· Describe how the project will improve the long-term sustainability of the trail or facility

D. Project Selection Criteria,

E. Maps,

F. Project Budget,

G. Support letters and documents,

· DO provide a BRIEF summary of the project, its location, and major budget items on the application form (Part A); do not exceed the space provided.

· DO provide project maps at 1:24,000 scale (USGS Quad Sheet size); these DON’T have to be originals as long as the trail and other features can clearly be seen. 

-DO make copies at 8-1/2 X 11 size if the project site fits on it.

-If you have questions, DO call first; we don’t want you to go to unnecessary time and expense if maps are not relevant to your type of project (see contacts on page XI and XII).

· DO include all letters or other evidence supporting the criteria in each copy.

· No letters, changes, or additional information will be accepted after the December 3, 2007 deadline. 

· DO read the eligible expenditures list carefully.

-DO call if you have questions (see call contacts on page XI and XII).
· DO include the value of volunteer labor in your budget.
-Volunteer labor may be used as a match for grant dollars.

-Volunteer grant administration is eligible as an in-kind match for non-profits.

IX

· DON'T use binders or covers to enclose your application.
· DON'T include bulky documents as support; copy only the page(s) that make your point.

· DON’T use this application for snowmobile projects; use either the Recreational Trail Grants or Small Projects applications.

· Off-Highway Vehicle projects may also apply for funds through the Recreational Trail, Planning and or Small Grant applications.

-Please be aware that there are differences in funding requirements.

· If the person listed as the Project Sponsor on the application is NOT the principal contact for the project, DO provide the correct person's address, phone, and fax.

-All contracts and correspondence will be sent to the contact’s address.

· Copies of the grant application forms are available in electronic form in the Grants area of the State Trails Program website at www.parks.state.co.us/trails.

· Lists of projects funded in previous years are also posted on the website.
